Game Day procedures
Please keep this document, there won’t be any reminder emails!!!
Game confirmation: Confirm each game with your opposing coach, home or away and sort out all color conflicts ahead of time. As per the rules the away team needs to change colors if there is a conflict. If in doubt, have the kids bring both Jersey’s. Remember to download the newest version of the game day roster from the Northern Counties Website!

Score Reporting: The scores need to be reported as per your NCSA Division Commissioner instructions and no later than 4 hours after the conclusion of the game. Most Division Commissioners accept the reporting the same day. If you are a day late, you will get fined. Excessive fines will be deducted from your Referee Reimbursement. 
Flags:
Corner Flags are at Daniela Schulz’s house, 195 S. Central Ave, left from the garages. First team on the field needs to set them up, last team on the field needs to return the flags. The Flags for the turf field have a yellow bottom, DO NOT take the flags with a spike! Refer to the Northern Counties Field schedule to find out who is first and last on the respective field.
Turf:
First team needs to set up the goals, last one needs to return the goals. They must be placed behind the goal posts on the edge of the track. 
There are special rules to follow you need to be aware of. Please let your parents AND the opposing teams know of the following: 

· Parents need to sit on the bleachers, NOT on the field. 

· NO cleats are allowed on the track. 

· Only water can be consumed on the field. NO Gatorade, Powerade or such will be allowed on the field. 

· NOBODY IS ALLOWED TO BE ON THE MATS, COACHES ARE RESPONSIBLE
Weather: If you do not get a call from Mike Saalfrank or Daniela Schulz, the game will be on. DO NOT cancel a game on your own. 
If the board feels the field is playable it will be then up to the Referee to call the game. 

If we do cancel a game you need to do the following: 

· Call the opposing coach and see if he has a playable field. If yes, call Daniela Schulz (201-248-6708) to pass on time and field. In this case you need someone from your team to go to the field at the regular scheduled time to inform the Referee of change of location and time. 
· If the opposing coach does not have a field available the game is cancelled. You do need to go onto the field and pay the travel fee to the referee. Failure to do so will result in a fine by Northern Counties. You also need to send a message to your Division Commissioner and inform him of the game cancellation.
· We will reschedule the game as soon as possible; make-ups will be on opposite days (Girls Sat/Boys Sun) or Wed night.
Referees: Each coach is responsible for paying half the Referee. You will get reimbursed by the club for these expenses. 
Each team pays half the Referee fee.

At each game you need to provide 1 copy of the match roster, completely filled out. You need to use your NCSA password to log-in and get the roster. 
You also need to bring, to every single game, 2 copies of your Team Roster. During check-in the Referee will keep one copy, the other will go to the opposing coach. He is comparing the players with their passes, will keep the passes, checks on cleats and shin guards and shirts need to be tucked in (mostly) and receives his money at this point. No jewelry (seen or unseen) is allowed. No tape over earrings, nothing! 

Scheduling: TBS games that are on the schedule at the beginning of the season need to be rescheduled within 14 days of the beginning of the season. If you have trouble getting hold of your opposing coach, send an email to Daniela Schulz and keep all correspondence.
